The graduate assistant will work on the NASA series of Senator Harrison Schmitt’s Papers. Harrison Hagan “Jack” Schmitt is a geologist, former NASA astronaut, university professor and a one term U.S. Senator from New Mexico.
NASA materials include photographs, correspondence, experiment files, reports, articles, speeches and notes from the period 1961-1986.  The assistant will arrange, describe and digitize a sampling of the photographs for inclusion in New Mexico’s Digital Collections.  The assistant will also be responsible for identifying, arranging, and describing the various documents relating to Harrison Schmitt’s involvement with NASA.
The University Libraries (UL) believes this project will benefit scholarship as it will provide preliminary access to an important collection of material that documents the final Apollo manned space flight. The project will benefit the assistant by providing in-depth research skills, interdisciplinary outreach and technological skills that will aid her/him within higher education and within her/his chosen career.
Terms of the Award

The graduate assistant will work 20 hours each week during the fall semester (2011) and during the spring semester (2012). University-wide holidays excepted. The graduate assistant is required to give a short research presentation about the work accomplished during the assistantship in spring 2012.
Selection Criteria

Required:

· Graduate student in residence at the University of New Mexico with a minimum of 6 credit hours of course work, thesis or dissertation hours which count towards the graduate degree.

· Research and writing skills
· Good communication, organization and time management skills

· Legally authorized to work in the United States

Preferred:

· Undergraduate degree in geology or other related field

· Experience working with archival materials

· Experience with digitization 
Application Requirements

· Letter of application specifically addressing the selection criteria

· Two letters of recommendation from individuals familiar with applicant’s academic and work experience; letters should include telephone numbers for verification

· Applicant’s resume/curriculum vitae

· Completed application form
· 2-3 page writing sample
