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The University of New Mexico Libraries system has over 1,000 artists’ books and books about artists’ books. These include books by local, national and international artists (especially from Latin America) and UNM MFA thesis projects. Most of UNM’s artists’ books are in the Center for Southwest Research (CSWR). Others are shelved in the Fine Arts and Design Library. The representative books listed here are all from CSWR.
