Birds of Western Ontario.--Messrs. Motden and Saunders have recently 
published a briefly annotated 'List of the Birds of Western Ontario,'* 
based on observations "made at and near Hyde'Park, London. Mitchell's 
Bay, Point Pelee. and Lucknow," and numbering •3 6 species. The list 
has evidently been prepared with much care and fbrms a valuable addition 
to our knowledgeof the distribution of Cnnad•an birds. Among southern 
species included we note the Swalloxv-tailed Kite, the Cardinal Grosbeak. 
the Blue-gray Gnatcatcher, Hooded Warbler, Mocking Bird, Rough-winged 
Swallow. Turkey Buzznrd, Avocet, Great White Egret, Glossyibis, etc. 
and among northern •pecies the Bohemian Wax•ving, Evening Grosbenk. 
botbspecies of Three-toed Woodpeckers, the Cinereous Owl, HawkOxvl, 
etc. Comparison with Mr. Mcllwraitb's well-known excellent list of the 
birds of tlamilton, Out., published in •866, shows that, while it contains 5 
species less than that, it includes •9 not enumerated iu the Ilamiltou list. 

In this conuection attention should be cnlled to Mr. Mcllwraith's recent 

interesting collation of the twolists,• hN article forming an instructive 
commentary on the general subject, and at the same time a supplement to 
his own earlier list, he addlng7 species not contained in either of the 
two lists here under notice, raising the number of •pecies thus far noted 
in Western Outario to 26o.•J. A. A.
