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available—and at a reasonable price. The special contribution of Feduccia in providing
excerpts from the writings of other colonial writers helps to put Catesby’s work in proper
perspective. This volume will be of interest to any student of the history or art of American
ornithology and would be a worthwhile addition to college and university libraries.—
